It has to be said
someone afeliated with Hammerhouse win-
ning by utilising a submission is as rare as
a public sighting of the Loch Ness Monstet

Mark Hunt was scheduled to square off with
Eric ‘Butterbean’ Esch in a eve round box-
ing match. While they probably wouldn’t
have made people forget about the ‘Thrilla
in Manila’, | am certain that it would ha ve
been a memorable brawl. Instead, visa is-
sues kept Hunt down under while former
pro-wrestler Sean O’Haire took his place in a
g ht contested under MMA rules. Unfortu-
nately for O’'Haire, he was rocked by a right
hook seconds after the opening bell that
made him go down faster than the Ti tanic.

In the only match to go the distance, Dan
Henderson, the reigning PRIDE 183 Pund
Champion went up a weight class to meet
Vitor Beffort at 205lbs (Henderson ofe -
cially weighed in at 196 pounds). Hender-
son served up an all you can eat buffet of
takedowns and unfortunately for Belfort, he
went home with a full stomach as Hender
son won a dominating unanimous decision.

Bamett, coming off a MVP performance in
the 2006 Open Weight Tournament, took on
1996 Olympic Judo Gold Medalist Nastula
in what turned out to be an ul tra-competi-
tive g ht. Nastula took the opening round
thanks to his takedown technique and abil-
ity to control the catch wrestling specialist
on the ground. The second stanza started
the same way before ‘The Baby Face As-
sassin’ was able to secure a classic Fank

Gotch toehold for the submission victory.
Nastula is now 1-3 in his MMA career, yet
his losses hare come against a murder-
er's row in the Heavyweight Division com-
prising Barnett, Alexander Emeianenko
and former PRIDE World Heavyweight
Champion Antonio Rodrigo Nogueira.

‘The Monster’ Kevin Randleman has had a
life that reads like a script from ‘The Young
and the Restless’ and the Ohio State Uniwer-
sity Hall of Fame member made his return
to the PRIDE ring after enduring nine sur-
geries in the past eleven months, including
one to repair a collapsed lung that almost
cost him his life. He came out like the pro-
verbial bull in a china shop against his op-
ponent Mauricio ‘Shogun’ Rua and was able
to secure the double leg takedown. That
said, less than three minutes later, he was
screaming in pain, as the crowd who had
serenaded the former UFC Heavyweight
Champion with a hero’s welcome, now
cheered Ruas various submission atempts
from the bottom. A textbook kneebar - -
nally forced Randleman to tap as the Tho-
mas & Mack Centre erupted vociferously.

The biggest cheers of the night were saved
for PRDE World Heavyweight Champion
Fedor Emelianenko. Even though he took
on American MMA pioneer Mark Coleman,
it was Emelianenko who the fans truly paid
to see and you could tell the response he
received genuinely moved the humble Rus-
sian warrior. The match proved to be a
case of déja vu as Emelanenko submitted
Coleman with an armbar from the bottom,
just as he did in their ¢ rst meeting in the
opening round of the 2004 Heavyweight
Tournament. What occurred after the main
event seemed like a scene from ‘The Con-
tender’ as Colemans two daughters were
in hysterics as they saw the damage done
to their father by the ‘Last R ussian Emper
or. | must admit, while making f or incred-
ible television, the dramatic scene in the
ring left me feeling a little uncomfortable.

The only other negative on the night w as
the intermission that | thought took a way
the momentum of the event. | must say that

the shows in Japan also include a break, but
| believe we could have used that time to
promote the upcoming Bushido Tournament
Finals, with a video package highlighting
the semi-¢nalists; Denis Kang, Paulo Fiho,

It's early morning on Friday Oc-
tober the 27th and my eyes
are slowly beginning to betray
me as my body cries for sleep.

Technically this article has already
missed the deadline for the upcoming
issue of Total MMA, but nonetheless
| feel a need to *nish it. Why would
your beloved columnist, a great fan of
MMA, a professional who knows the
importance of deadlines, get start-
ed so late? The answer is simple.

| had spent the last two ev enings writing
an article praising the abilities of Olympic
Judo Gold Medalist, PRIDE «ghter, and
fellow Pole, Pawel Nastula. In my mind
Nastula was a man who could have ac-
complished great things in MMA, had he
started when he wasjustalittle younger.

For whatever reason, at thirty-six this
athlete stepped down from his OlI-
ympic podium and entered a world
where he was a nobody: the world
of mixed martial arts. Why he did it
is beyond me, but | can’t help but ad-
mire someone who faced eghters like
Antonio Rodrigo Nogueira and Alex
ander Emelianenko before getting any
true MMA experience under his bel.
Recently, at PRIDE: ‘The Real Deal
Nastula surprised us once again by tak-
ing on and controlling Josh Barnett be-
fore falling victim to a leg submission.

After his last performance it became
apparent to me that Nastula had all
the physical and mental assets need-
ed to become an MMA great, the only
thing against him was time. At thirt y-
six he had already reached his athletic
peak, and teaching an old dog new
tricks is always a struggle, no mat-

ter how willing the old dog may be.

My illusions were shattered hours ago
when it was announced that Nastula
and Vitor Belfort had tested positive
for performance enhancing drugs. Al-
though this wouldn’'t have been too
much of an issue in the ‘Land of the
Rising Sun’, in America the rules are
different. As | wait for details to be
released, | can’'t help but ask why a
true athlete, warrior and Olympian like
Nastula, a man who had spent count-
less hours sweating and bleeding on
the Judo mat (and later in the bo xing
ring), would resort to steroids? As an
Olympian, as someone who carried the
entire hopes of his home country on his
shoulders, he should have known better.

Yes it's true that Nastula had a 1-2
record in PRIDE bebre facing Bar-
nett. Regardless, he had earned the
respect of many MMA fans through
brief showings of MMA potential. At
thirty-six years of age it was sim-
ply too late for the man to become
an MMA great and everyone knew it.

However, that doesn’t mean he couldn’t
step into the ring and earn the re-
spect of his fellow «ghters. Because
of his decision to cheat, he risks not
only his North American MMA ca-
reer, but also the one thing he had
when he entered the MMA world: his
reputation as a world class athlete.

Itwas Bas Ruttenwho saiditbest: “ev ery
guy who uses steroids to ¢ ght is a fuck-
ing pussy”. Will Nastula be remembered
as aworld class Judoka who bravely tried
his hand in MMA? Or wil he be remem-
bered as a cheater? Only time will tell.

Note: It has been cone rmed by
the NSAC that Nastula tested posi-
tive for the steroid, nandrolone.

Shamrock was set to fulel the o -
nal bout on his two-¢ ght-deal with
Strikeforce by facing Baroni in San
Jose, following his quick-¢ re win over
Cesar Gracie in March.

However,

problems arose when

Shamrock signed a lucrative contract
with the World Fighter Champion-
ships, who advertised the former
UFC Middleweight Champion as com-
peting on their debut show on Janu-

ary 26.

A contractual dispute which ensued
then put paid to an y hopes of Sham-
rock ¢ ghting Baroni, or appearing on
the WFCS erst pay-per-view event at
the Boardwalk Hall Arena in Atlantic

City, New Jersey.

That is because Shamock's next
contest must take place for Strike-
force, a fact conermed by the organi-
sation’s vice-president of marketing
and media relations, Mike Afromow-
itz, who revealed the company will
issue details of Shammck’s next bout

in the near future.

He said: “We are looking forward to
having Frank Shamrocks next e ght
under the promotion of Strikeforce.

“Regardless of the rumours !ying
around and any claims being made
by others, we are looking forward
to having him put on a gr eat show
for us, which we will be announcing

shortly.”

BELFORT: FREE OF CARE AND DRUG

Vitor Belfort exploded onto the
mixed martial arts scene as a nine-
teen year old ‘Phenom’, possessing a
combination of blazing hand speed
and world-class grappling skills the
world of MMA had never seen before.

Beffort would hunt down his opponents and
then unleash a devastating ! urry of punch-
es. However, that’s the ¢ ghter who is now
referred to as the ‘Old Vitor. The ‘Other
Vitor’ is the one that’s known today as a
tentative counter puncher who is plagued
by conedence and conditioning problems.

Nevertheless, nobody can dispute the tri-
umphs of the Carlson Gracie protégé earlier
in his career, as he won the Heavyweight
Tournament in his UFC debut after disposing
of Tra Teligman and Scott Ferrozzo in two
minutes. He followed that up by slaughter-
ing ‘Tank’ Abbott in a supers ght and peo-
ple began referring to Belfort as one of the
greatest in the history of the UFC. Belfort
seemed as though he was invincible, and
heading into his next e ght against Randy
Couture, was well on his way to greatness.

In spite of this, Couture, the U.S. National
Greco-Foman Wrestling Champion, was the
er st person to develop a blueprint for com-
peting against the Brazilian. The strategy
was to circle left and away from his south-
paw opponent, survive the initial onslaught
and then go on the of fensive. The plan un-
folded perfectly and Couture started pursu
ing Belfort, who looked fatigued and con
fused once ‘The Natural’ began taking the
eg ht to him. After bullying his three pr evi
ous opponents, Belfort found himself going
backwards for the erst time in his career,
which coincidently resulted in his erst loss.

The <ght game is a lot more mental than
physical, so it's crucial ghters demonstrate
the ability to recover from a loss as wel
as deal with any obstacles that get in their
way, in order to focus on the next chal lenge.
It goes without saying, B elfort has all the
physical tools in the world, but his main
downfall is that he lacks mental fortitude.
This was never more evident then during
his pre-« ght interview at UFC 51, while dis-
cussing how he was approaching the <ght
he replied, “He (Tito Ortiz) knows if | am
conedent, he’s in trouble”. Remarkably, Bel
fort was able to foreshadow what seems to

happen in so many of his bouts, he’s already
beaten mentally before the « ght even starts.

Unfortunately, because of the success Bel-
fort achieved at such a young age, many
hardcore fans refuse to acknowledge ‘The
Phenom’ isn’t that same eghter and cling
to the belief his next perf ormance will ri-
val the forty-four second destruction of
Wanderlei Silva. It's for that r eason Belfort
remains a matchmaker’s dream because
any talk of him being focused in his tr ain-
ing for an upcoming e ght, ignites wide-
spread optimism that the ‘Old Vitor’ is back.

However, we may not see the ‘Old Vi-
tor’ for a long time, now that the ‘Other
Vitor’ appears to have added an un-
sightly side to his character: the will to
take banned substances for athletic gain.

Following hisloss to Dan Henderson at PRIDE
32, the Nevada State Athletic Commission
conermed that Belfort, along with Pawel
Nastula, tested positive for banned sub-
stances. In the Brazilian’s case it was the
anabolic steroid 4-hydroxytestosterone.

The next win — and lets not pretend
that any of these ¢ ghts will be any-
thing but — o ver Katsuomi Inagaki had
some of the sickest liver-kicks of Rut-
ten’s career and that's really saying
something. In particular, the knee that
ended the «ght was nothing short of
devastating and made Anderson Slva’s
much vaunted strikes look like the ! ail-
ing limbs of a high-kicking 1900’s Paris
bordello girl doing the can-can in front
of drunk and horny French dignitaries.

The <ght that r eally blew me away this
month though w as Bas’s second meet-
ing with Frank Shamrock. This whole
contest was a highlight reel unto itself.
For the sake of history, Frank was the
temporary King Of Pancrase, after Bas
had broken his hand and was unable to
g ht and the winner of this match would

be crowned the undisputed King. This
is similar to the English monarchy sys-
tem where the reigning monarch earns
that title by slaying their ruling parent
in the grounds of Buckingham Palace,
as Elzabeth Il did to her father wi th a
thrust kick and an ivory letter opener

back in the 50s. Also, this was back
in the day when Shamrock did more
than post insane videos blasting Dana
White on the internet and could sti Il go.

Bas went for a kick, but Frank caught
his foot, and for a few seconds, there
was a merry dance while Frank tried in
vain to take the hopping Rutten down.

Then, something amazing hap-
pened, some thing right up there wi th

Jackson in terms of things | thought only
ever happened in movie eghts. As Bas
hopped backwards, both men went o y-
ing straight through the ropes and landed
on the ¢ oor outside, narrowly missing the
mass of photographers at ringside. It w as
the highlight to end all highl ights, and
Rutten climbed back in like nothing hap-
pened, while Shamrock staggered back
into the ring like Pars Hilton on a DUL.

Shamrockwent for a takedown, again push-
ing them both tow ards the ropes and this
time the photogr aphers scatered like a » ock
of frightened pigeons. Rutten then hit the
most perfect spinning backe st you've ever
seen, cutting Shamrock open. Forget Sho-
nie Carter taking out Matt Serra, this some-
how managed to be even more awesome
and with the most satisfying ‘slap’ sound
you'll ever hear outside of the Youtube

video where those gypsies stupidly pick on
the girlfriend of a trained boxer. Bas kneed
Shamrock in the head, and the momentum
caused the American to roll backwards,
onto his feet, where he raised his arms
like the bulimic teenage Russian gymnast
he presumably thought he was after tak-
ing so many concussive blows to the head.

This really was one of the most entertaining
g hts I've ever seen and the crazy sequenc
es kept coming. In Rutten’s guard, Sham-
rock covered his face like a little kid watch-
ing ‘Nightmare On Elm Street’ and ¢red off
a cheeky punch to Bas before covering up
again. Bas just laughed it off and rightly
so, as it looked like the most violent game
of peek-a-boo you've ever seen. Following
this, double toe-holds and double escapes,
oh yeah, make no mistake, this was the
best ¢ ght ever. Rutten aimed for Shamrock’s
cut, while Frank mockingly pulled faces

Eventually, after
a red-card for Bas for the use of e sts, the
g ht was stopped due to Shamrock’s gaping
wound, although he’d clearly had enough.

While the ¢ght was standing, Shamrock
was destroyed, Rutten’s striking was off
the charts and this instantly made it into
my list of top ¢ ghts ever. Baswas ofe cially
King again and waved to the crowd like a
newly crowned Miss World as he was ofe-
cially awarded his rightful title. The tr ophy
they handed to him was big enough to ac-
tually live inside, so maybe he could rent
it out to Evan Tanner or Jeremy Jackson.
As a perfect ending to the greatest eleven
minutes in history, the two men trying to

strap the belt onto Bas appeared to be the
Japanese Laurel and Hady, repeatedly fum-
bling and dropping the belt and wer e prob-
ably on their way to Bob Sapp’s house, to
clumsily move a piano up a ight of stairs.

Next, Jason Delucia was decimated, and
enished off with a kick that “br oke his
liver” according to Bas, before an ex-
haustive, sweat and blood drenched
victory over Masakatsu Funaki and a
quick tapout win over Manabu Yamada.

When Bas Rutten tells you “this is going to
be a painful «ght for me to w atch,” it's a
struggle to picture a statement that could
be more ominous. It’s like Ron Jeremy com-
ing over to your house, sitting down on the
couch next to you, handing you a DVD and
saying that “this is a bit too expl icit for my
tastes.” You know that horrie ¢ sights await
you, but it would be impolite not to mastur -
bate, so you grit your teeth and get on wi th
it, while Ron winces at the onscreen action
and advises you on exciting new grip tech-
nigues. The «ght in question saw Bas facing
Osami Shibuya and started with Shibuya on
top, scrambling around like a gasoline-cov-
ered ferret. There was a frenetic amount of
motion from both men, neither  ghter stay-
ing still for a second. During this early part
of the « ght, the crowd were sat in absolute
funeral silence, but started making the ap-
propriate noises once the eghters stood up
and Rutten locked on one of the most insane
guillotines you’ll ever see. Now we come to
the painful part, as Bas breaks his sternum.

Any lesser man would have cried like a little
bitchboy, but ‘El Guapo’ didn’'t seem phased
by a piece of jagged, splintered bone pok-
ing into his lungs while a near 200lb man
put his full weight onto his chest. | almost

started crying during the writing of this ar -
ticle when my ¢nger jammed into the k ey-
board at an awkward angle, so if that had
been me, I'd have wept for my Mum and
left a big yellow pool on the mat. After a

quick check with the doctor who inexplica-
bly allowed the ¢ ght to continue, | can only

presume that there’s a written addendum
at the end of all medical journals that in-

struct the doctor to disr egard any treatment
if the patient is Bas Rutten, even if he looks
like he’s dead. Bas is like Highlander, the
only way to stop him is to cut off his head.

Still, sometimes Rutten likes to pre-
tend he’s a mere mortal human like us,
and occasionally would let out a cry of
pain, or even an expletive. “That was a,
‘fuck’” says Bas on commentary, helpfully.

Even with the injury and whi le basically con-
centrating mainly on keeping his opponent’s
weight off of his injured chest, Bas w as still
in it. I n the end, it was the ¢rst non-victory
for a long, long time, wi th the < ght going to
a ¢ fteen minute draw. Bear in mind, ten of
those minutes were spent more than just
hanging in there with a br oken sternum.

All' healed up and ready to rock, Rutten took

on one of those ¢ghters man enough to
compete in bright pink tights and boots, Kiu-
ma Kunioku. Although Kunioku was manly
enough to dress like a fairy, he wasn't man
enough to take out Bas, although who is? If
Mr T drank the blood of Lee Majors, it still
wouldn’t be enough machismo to beat The
Rutten. Next, and Takaku Fuke hoped third
time would be the charm after losing to
Bastwice before. The *ght started off wi th
a weird low camera angle that made the
g ht look like Attack Of The 50ft Bas, and
Fuke was crushed underfoot once again.

Fag forwarding a little now, after three
more wins in Pancrase; over Osami
Shibuya (submission), Keiichiro Yamami-
ya (submission) and Kengo Watanabe
(TKO), all in under «ve minutes, it was
time for Bas to head Stateside and con-
quer the Ultimate Fighting Championship.

I was digging the Pancrase, but truth be told,

| couldn’t wait to get to Bas’'s UFC «ghts, as
for a shameful time before | watched the
UFC, | didn’t even know who Bas was. Closed
ests allowed, ‘Big’ John McCarthy watching
over the ¢ ghters, glory be, I'm home. Wi th
the cheesy synth-gladiator music, the en-
trances to Rutten’s g ht with T suyoshi Koh-
saka felt more like an episode of Battled-
ome than the UFC we know and love today.
Shown in edited highlights on this DVD set,
the «ght went the distance and then into

overtime. Before the sudden death period,
Basinstructed his corner to signal him when
there was a minute left and he’d commence
knocking Kohsaka out. ‘Big’ John overheard

this and laughed, but like clockwork, with
sixty seconds ticking down, Bas unleashed
a hideously brutal series of punches, kicks
and knees and McCarthy ate enough
words to move up three weight classes.

For the ¢ght against Kevin Randleman, a
sign in the crowd read ‘Bas Rutten, man
of the people’, which got me thinking. R ut-
ten running for President now goes on my
fantasy ‘What Bas Does Next' Ist, alongside
him portraying Spider Jerusalem in a movie
adaptation of Transmetropolitan. Make it
happen, Hollywood. ‘El Guapos pretty face
got a bit messed up in this ¢ ght, but Ran-
dleman paid for it with some sick elbows by
Bas from the bottom, cut ting the top of his
head open. Of course, Bas was crowned the
new UFC Heavyweight champion, essen-
tially winning by working from the bottom.

From here, all that's left to recap is Rutten’s
triumphant return to « ghting at WFA in July,
chopping down the last minute r eplacement
for gassed up messiah-complexed headcase,
Kimo Leopoldo, in Ruben Vllareal, with a
series of vicious legkicks, lumberjack style.

So, there you have it, the spectacular «ght-
ing career of Bas Rutten. Looking back on his
achievements and at his exemplary record,
there’s certainly a strong case for Bas being
the best ever and anyone who doesn’t agree
with me needs to mail me their address so
| can go to their house and kick them right

in the liver, before executing the world’s
worst attempt at the R utten Jump, during

As we enter week ten of ‘The Come-
back’, « nally it is time for the long-
awaited rematch between the two
main stars of the series; Matt Serra
and Shonie Carter - which is akin to
choosing between Li' Jon and the
Eastside Boyz.

We began with Matt Hughes making a bold
claim that Carter will be a hard man for
Serra to win a decision against.
